This has had the approval of Mr Justice Mostyn (who is in charge of the Court Orders Project), for general public distribution.

 

There are no major changes in the wording or list of headings, but

1. The eccentric differing margin settings have been removed, to give a consistent left hand margin
2. The tab settings are changed to metric (1 cm) from imperial (1 inch).

3. The paragraph formatting is improved and automatic outline numbering has been added, and so
4. If you tab across from a sub-paragraph number, the numbering automatically changes levels as it steps across the page (press SHIFT+TAB to go back a level to the left), and

5. If you press 'enter' at the end of a sub-paragraph list, it automatically adds a consecutive letter/number and

6. If you delete an item number in a sub-paragraph list, it automatically renumbers the remaining items

 

In use this produces a better looking draft order, which is easier to read, and gives a more professional look.
